Evacuation Plan
2023-2024

This plan is design to evacuate students and entire staff of Laulii Elementary School during activities that may harm their lives such as hurricanes, earthquakes, tsunami, flood, bomb threats, fire, etc. It is possible that his plan may be activated before school, during instruction, during lunch time and after school.

Teachers should conduct head counts for their students to make sure all students are accounted for and prepare to evacuate the premises. Plan will be closely monitored for a safe and smooth evacuation.

Staff Responsibilities:
· RS gives directions
· VP and Counselor monitor students movement during evacuation
· Principal check computer lab & office
· Secretary rings the bell
· SPED teachers assist special need students of their grade level
· Homeroom teachers assist their assigned level along with the TAs
· Head Cook & Assistant make sure there are no students in the cafeteria
· Cook 1 &2 assist ECE
· Cook 3 & 4 assist K-5
· Cook 5 assist level 1 students
· Janitor & Sanitizers check all classrooms and campus
· TAOA employees assist with the line-up of the students
· Bathroom monitor check all restrooms

Designated Areas:
A- Assembly of God Church up in the hill
B- End of the road going in the back
C- To be announced

Ring bell 7 times to evacuate all building and resume to the gym and proceed to the designated areas. (Keep ringing the bell if everyone is not all out to evacuate)

Plan A:		Proceed directly to designated area A- AOG Church up the hill
Plan B:		Proceed directly to designated area B- End of the road going back


Evacuating Building A: (ECE)
· Ground floor-teachers direct students to exit from classroom going straight to the Zone A
Evacuating Building C: (K5 & L1)
· Ground floor teachers direct students to exit from classroom going straight to the Zone A
Evacuating Building C: (L2 & L3)
· Ground floor teachers direct students to exit from classroom going straight to the Zone A – 
Evacuating Building B: ( Kitchen & Cafeteria)
· Ground floor teachers direct students to exit from classroom going straight to the Zone A 
Evacuating Building E: (L5, L6, L7 & L8) 
· Direct students to exit from classroom going straight to the Zone A
Evacuating Building A: (Office, Computer Lab & Library)

Evacuating Building D:  (School Bathrooms)



NOTE: Students and entire staff will remain at the designated area until it is safe to proceed back to school campus, or it is clear from the governor.


PROCEDURES DURING AN EMERGENCY

Fire Drill – Bells will ring in a series of short rings. The fire evacuation signal is not an optional signal. All buildings must be evacuated as quickly as possible.   Close your door (DO NOT LOCK) follow the same route during our evacuation.

Earthquake Drill – If there is an earthquake drill, the signal will be a continuous ringing of the school bell for one minute. In case of an earthquake – Drop, Cover and Hold On.  Evacuate the building using the route and meet in the open area (gym) before exiting.



Bomb Threat – In the event of a bomb threat, the administration will assume the responsibility for initiating and directing a search and determining the need for evacuation. In an evacuation is required, a “Fire Drill” bell will ring and students will be directed away from the danger area.

It is important that we carry out these safety procedures for our students. Let us work together to make sure that our goal in creating a safe and learning environment for our students is being activated. 
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
